Classroom Close-up

Welcome to the Second Grade Girls’ Limudei Kodesh classroom! If you are ever walking
down the hall between nine o’clock and ten o’clock in the morning, you will probably wonder

what all the enthusiastic noise coming from the Second Grade classroom is all about.

I start off each Chumash class with a quick review from the previous day by having girls
read the P’sukim and by asking basic comprehension questions about the material. We then
move on to the new day’s P*sukim and lesson. I always have the words clearly written on the
board without translation. At the beginning of the vear, 1 filled in most of translation on the
board, but, as the year has progressed, the girls have independently told me the meanings of the
vocabulary. As we proceed, we dissect the prefixes, suffixes and root words. The girls come up
to the board and circle each part in a different color to help us see the “broken down™ word very
clearly. My students also tell me who is talking in each Pasuk and what it is trying to tell us.
After we get all those pieces together, I read the Pasuk out loud with the class. As we review the
P’sukim, the girls do various fun activities in order to make the learning “geshmak™! This is
whete the noise comes in. I have 19 girls all on their chairs, beautifully singing the Pasuk in
unison or I call on a girl to be the Morah that day. I will go sit in her seat as she goes around and
rewards, with stickers, the girls who are following nicely. On occasion, we will play hangman or
charades to figure out a hard translation. As we wrap up Chumash, I ask the girls to tell me in
their own words what we just learned in order to reinforce their comprehension of the story. As
written review and summary, I have a daily worksheet that focuses on translation, shoroshim and
comprehension of the day’s P’sukim. As the year comes to an end, the girls now understand the
Hebrew questions and independently answer the worksheets. They feel a great sense of
satisfaction and fulfillment as they hand in their efforts at the end of the lesson. I also feel that

way as I see my young ladies beaming with their love of Torah.
